Our Process
Following a rigorous evaluation process by our members, finalists present to the
full membership at the Annual Awards Celebration. Following the presentations
that night, members vote and the grant recipients are announced. For every 100
members, we award one $100,000 grant and divide the balance of funds among
the remaining finalists.
